Corey has recently joined the Allen 
Consulting Group after more than 12 
years experience in analysing economic, 
financial and commercial policy issues, 
developing and implementing micro-
economic policy, and providing high level 
strategic advice. 
 
He has held senior positions at the 
Department of Treasury and Finance and 
the Office of Energy, both in Western 
Australia, and commenced his career at 
the Bureau of Transport and 
Communications Economics (now Bureau 
of Transport and Regional Economics) in 
Canberra. Corey has also worked in the 
United Kingdom for the Office of Gas and 
Electricity Markets (Ofgem) and the 
Department of Constitutional Affairs. 
While at the Office of Energy (2003 to 
2005), Corey played a central role in 
implementing the Western Australian 
GovernmentÕs electricity market reforms, 
including in the disaggregation of Western 
Power, the then vertically integrated 
state-owned electricity utility. He also led 
the development of customer transfer and 
metering codes, and was responsible for 
establishing the Independent Market 
Operator (IMO), including advising on its 
legal structure, preparing legislative 
drafting instructions, establishing 
contracts for corporate support services, 
and procuring accommodation and 
information technology services. 
At the Department of Treasury and 
Finance (1996 to 2003), Corey had 
responsibility for managing the 
governmentÕs interests in some of its 
largest businesses, and for reviewing and 
developing associated economic and 
financial policies. He represented the 
Department on a range of cross-agency 
issues, including: 
 
¥ a Reference Group overseeing a power 

procurement process for the West 
Kimberley region; 

¥ a Joint Working Group investigating 
alternative tariff structures for water, 
sewerage and drainage services; 

 

 

¥ the State Superannuation Consultative 
Group, a forum for coordinating 
superannuation policy issues across the 
public sector; and 

¥ a Steering Committee overseeing the 
contracting out of services at the Port 
of Bunbury. 

 
At the Bureau of Transport and 
Communications Economics (1994 and 
1996), Corey worked on projects in the 
aviation and road transport sectors. He 
coÐauthored a number of papers 
including on: 
 
¥ techniques to managing airport runway 

congestion using a ÔslotÕ auctioning 
system at Sydney airport; 

¥ demand elasticities for air travel to and 
from Australia, which used 
econometric models to estimate the 
responsiveness of travellers to changes 
in airfares, incomes and exchange 
rates; and 

¥ a paper which reported results from 
ORANI general equilibrium modelling 
to analyse the employment creation 
effect of road construction compared 
with employment multipliers estimated 
through traditional ÔinputÐoutputÕ 
analysis. 

 
During 2006, Corey worked in the United 
Kingdom. At Ofgem, he advised on 
submissions made by National Grid, the 
transmission system operator (SO), for 
income adjusting events under the 
incentive regime that applied to National 
GridÕs SO costs. Corey also led the early 
stages of work for the development of a 
new economic incentive scheme to apply 
in 2007/08. Corey managed the Co-
ordinated Online Record of Electors 
project at the Department of 
Constitutional Affairs, where he 
developed a functional specification, a 
position paper in response to a public 
consultation process and a strategy for 
the procurement of IS.
